1.  421a Application 5731 Broadway
Chris Miele, Project Manager for Stagg, made the presentation
Plan is to build an 83 unit building with 17 affordable apartment units (9 - 2 bedroom, 8 -1 bedroom). Affordable units will be rented to individuals earning 80% AMI. The rents will be $1,138 for the 1 bedrooms and $1,499 for the 2 bedrooms. It will be a 6 story building with retail and parking on the 1st and 2nd floors. 

A. The stop work order has been lifted
B. There will be a gas boiler with base board heating. No central air conditioning.
C. Mr. Miele did not know if there would be roof-top mechanicals OR how they would be shielded from view and neighbor-disturbing sounds.

2.  Fieldston School Master Plan
Kyle Wilke-Glass, Chief Operating Officer, made the presentation.

He noted that Fieldston was no longer requesting an after-hours construction variance. He noted that the current construction project should be completed by mid-February. Their current plans are for the period 2015 to 2020. In the next few months they will begin developing a Master Plan for 2020 through 2030. The plan will focus on seven projects. They are:

· Interdisciplinary Academic Building

· Lower School, Middle & Upper School “Adler Lab” Tate

· Library

· Student Commons

· Campus Landscape

· The Quad

· Accessibility 

Most of these plans are designed to maintain the current building envelopes/foot prints and redesign the internal space utilization. Mr. Wilke-Glass distributed a volume entitled “Advancing The Mission: A Vision Plan for 2020.” He provided an overview of the school’s history and affiliate organizations. The school, including the Manhattan site, has 1,700 students (1,300 attend the Riverdale campus).
There are 300 staff. There are 250 parking spaces. 
Ms. Patsy Smith, community member spoke about issues in the neighborhood. 

The following issues were raised from the audience:
A. How does Fieldston plan to restore parking on Greystone Ave?
B. Will there be an upgrade to the play area for the lower school?
C. How does Fieldston plan to address standing buses with idling engines?
D. How was asbestos abatement handled?
E. The condition of the retaining wall on Riverdale Ave.
